Because the Divine Mercy Chaplet was Deacon 
Kevin Butler’s favorite prayer devotion, 
please join us next Sunday after the 8AM Mass 
(around 9:15AM) in the church to pray the Divine 
Mercy Chaplet as a parish family in loving 
memory of Deacon Butler. Divine Mercy Sunday 

(Second Sunday of Easter) was instituted by Saint John 
Paul II calling it “the Sunday of Thanksgiving for all 
goodness that God has shown us in the whole Easter 
mystery.” The Divine Mercy devotion started in the 1930s 
by St. Faustina Kowalska, a Polish nun who had a vision of 
Jesus in which He asked for devotions to His Divine Mercy 
on the Sunday after Easter.
